CC: ER followup.

HPI: A 92-year-old who was attacked by a male resident on 04/29/22, per POA request was sent to St. Anthony’s ER for evaluation and returned with no new orders and today is seen also at POA request. The patient had reportedly had a facial and left lower extremity abrasion which by exam today were not evident and the patient was surprised at hearing those things. She denied being hurt and really did not seem to recall the event or the ER visit. She seemed in good spirits and denied any pain or discomfort. I asked about her showering; she could not tell me the last time as she has had peri and gluteal skin breakdown due to poor hygiene. She is incontinent and generally in her wheelchair all day.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/80, pulse 66, temperature 97.7, respirations 16, and O2 sat 96%. Weight 171 pounds.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear. Her nares are patent.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. Bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is in wheelchair, is transported. She can propel it, which she does most of the time. She has no lower extremity edema. She has dry eschar on the left lower extremity almost ready to come off, but left in place. There is no evidence of bruising or abrasion.

SKIN: Her skin is without abrasion or bruising.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: ER visit on 04/29/22 secondary to assault and returned from the ER without new orders after exam and today she appears at baseline and in good spirits. No evidence of abrasions or any discomfort.
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
