CC: Lab review and spoke with son/POA Mark Church

HPI: An 89-year-old seated in her bedside recliner. She had an appointment earlier with ophthalmology, returns with new orders for Systane eye drops up to six times daily and Systane GenTeal gel at h.s. I reviewed labs with son and he is pleased with how she is coming along, the question of whether or not she is getting therapy. There is a focus on function chart in her room, but unclear what is being done to date. The patient is not sure that she has had a therapist in her room.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, diastolic CHF, HTN, history of DM II, but not on medication for some time, osteoporosis, seasonal allergies and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from last week.

ALLERGIES: NAPROSYN.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was dressed, seated in her recliner, appeared quiet.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/74, pulse 93, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 sat 97%. Weight 146.6 pounds.

HEENT: Her conjunctivae were mildly injected and appeared rheumy post visit with her ophthalmologist. She has a history of glaucoma and the ophthalmologist is forgoing Avastin injections.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She repositioned herself, pulled herself forward but did not weight bear. No lower extremity edema noted.

NEUROLOGIC: She made eye contact. She did not really speak. She was attendant when labs were reviewed, but unclear that she really understood, and appropriate.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Glaucoma and dry eye syndrome. Systane eye drops will be q.i.d. with the gel solution at h.s.

2. Lab review: CMP, CBC, and TSH WNL.

3. History of DM II off medication. A1c is 6.1. Target for her age is 7.5. We will not initiate diabetic meds and son is in agreement.
