CC: Increased behavioral issues.

HPI: A 91-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease and BPSD. She has become more physical such as today she hugged her daughter goodbye and then started whacking around the back while she had her close to her. The patient will also get physically aggressive pushing away staff and tries to hit people that are in her range today. When I approached her, she extended her hand which I took and fortunately she was not aggressive. When it was brought up that she has had behavioral issues, she denied them and looked at me like she did not know what I was talking about. In addition, she has had medication refusal as well as intermittently refusing to eat.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with BPSD, HLD, OA, OCD, macular degeneration, and right eye visual loss.

MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 0.5 mL b.i.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., Zoloft 100 mg q.d., and Tylenol in PEG solution p.r.n. I have discontinued meloxicam and Benadryl cream.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from most recent note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is resting in bed comfortable.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 101/72, pulse 87, temperature 97.3, respirations 19, O2 saturation 93%, and weight 140.29 pounds, which is a weight loss of 8.7 pounds.

HEENT: She makes eye contact. She found her glasses in bed and placed them properly.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She appeared comfortable lying down but was able to move her legs and her arms for what she needed to do.

NEURO: Orientation x 1. Makes eye contact. Her speech is clear, but she has no insight and clear short-term memory deficits.
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SKIN: She has a skin tear where the skin is actually gone on the dorsum of her right hand. No active bleeding but it appeared moist and no other significant bruising noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication refusal. As above, I have decreased her medication to nonessentials and hope she will take that. That will include placement of the ABH gel.
