CC: Fall followup.

HPI: An 82-year-old in room. She was found beside her wheelchair trying to self-transfer. She hit her head and was sent to the ER and returned with no new orders. Today, she is observed in the dining room. She is feeding herself. When I asked about her head and whether she had a headache or any pain, she stated that her head was hard and that she hit it many times and she was okay. She was engaged in eating and appeared to have a good appetite. Staff reported they noted no change from her baseline.

DIAGNOSES: Lewy body dementia, Parkinsonism, bipolar disorder, hypothyroid, gait instability in wheelchair, and OAH.

MEDICATIONS: Zyprexa 5 mg b.i.d., CranCap q.d., divalproex 250 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 10 mg q.d., olanzapine 5 mg b.i.d., Exelon patch 9.5 mg q.d., trazodone 100 mg h.s., Myrbetriq 50 mg q.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., and Artane 2 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and feeding self in dining room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/92, pulse 58, temperature 97.6, respirations 14, and O2 saturation 99%.

HEENT: She has a small pink bump on right lateral forehead. Otherwise her facial skin is clear. Conjunctivae clear. Palpation of the scalp, there are no bumps or tenderness elicited and scalp color is WNL.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good neck and truncal stability in her manual wheelchair, which she propels.

NEURO: She is alert. She is oriented x 1-2 pending the day. Her speech is clear today. She was funny.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Post followup. No injury and seems to have kind of forgotten about it. Denies any ongoing discomfort. Reminded her to ask for help when she needs to get out of her wheelchair.
