HPI: An 87-year-old observed in the dining room. She sits at a table with some other residents and they all seem to get along. The patient is able to feed herself. Generally sits at meals with the same group of female residents and they all seem to get along. The patient has been in the Highlands for a couple of months now. She has an order for tramadol, which had been used for pain when Tylenol was ineffective. She has not used it in the last couple of months so there is a request to discontinue this med which is appropriate. Overall, the patient is stable, has a hospital bed which she is sleeping good in and continues to feed herself and weight bears as needed for transfers.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia with recent staging, incontinent of B&B, wheelchair to chair bound, HTN, HLD, CKD, and OA.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication discontinuation. Tramadol is discontinued at the request of home health. The patient has p.r.n. Tylenol for pain should she need pain medication.
