GONZALES, OFILIA
This 97-year-old woman is being recertified for hospice at this time with a diagnosis of Alzheimer’s disease. She is 97 years old. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has severe memory loss, weight loss, and behavioral issues. Cognitive ability is markedly affected by her disease. She is confused, she is home bound, recently developed a DVT in the right leg. The patient also has a mass in her colon, but the patient and family have refused biopsy given her advanced age and already on hospice. The patient is eating very little. She has a KPS score of 40%, total ADL dependent and remains appropriate for hospice at this time and expected to die within six months.
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
