This 94-year-old woman on hospice is now being recertified given significant change in her condition from last certification. Those changes include, but limited to worsening dementia, bowel and bladder incontinence, confusion, severe memory loss, behavioral problems, decreased appetite (eating 10% of meals at this time), lack of energy, sleeps 18-20 hours a day, severe fatigue, severe weakness. The patient is no longer able to use a walker since last certification. She has had much decreased appetite and weight loss of 5 pounds since last certification, she only eats small bites of meals, protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependent, has bowel and bladder incontinence. Given her worsening condition in such a short time and to this level, I certify that the patient is hospice appropriate and most likely will die within six months. We will keep the patient as comfortable as possible at this time.
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
