MCCLENDON, ROSE
This 75-year-old woman is being recertified for hospice with a diagnosis of Alzheimer’s disease. Since last certification, the patient has suffered weight loss (5 to 7 pounds), decreased appetite, total ADL dependency, protein-calorie malnutrition, increased agitation requiring medication. The patient requires total care by her primary caregiver Michelle; bowel and bladder incontinence. No longer able to transfer without help. She is considered bedbound. She can no longer ambulate, subsequently at a high risk of fall, eating very little with decreased appetite, sundowner syndrome has gotten worse requiring medication again, severe weakness, and muscle wasting lower extremity. KPS score of 40%. Death is very near for this 75-year-old woman with end-stage Alzheimer’s and subsequently remains hospice appropriate.
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
