The patient presents with history of falling off monkey bars at school landing on right arm with complaints of pain in the right elbow and right wrist.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Extremities: Noted to be slight tenderness to right distal radius and fibula without painful range of motion and also slight tenderness to medial and anterior right elbow with full range of motion with minimal pain or discomfort. Right shoulder is without abnormalities. Neurovascular and tendons without abnormalities. Skin: Without abnormalities. Head: Without abnormalities. Neck: Supple without tenderness or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
X-rays were obtained of right wrist and right elbow without abnormalities.

IMPRESSION: Fall with minor contusion/sprain to right wrist and right elbow.

PLAN: Mother advised to bring child back in two to three days if symptoms do not clear.
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
