The patient is here with complaints of heartburn with retrosternal chest pain.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient comes with increased heartburn for the past 14 days without nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain. Describes retrosternal discomfort in the upper chest with minimal relief with eating.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has a history of GERD in the past, helped with Protonix before, without flare-up for the past few years.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Pyrosis.
