CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of abdominal pains after eating for the past three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Intermittent pain in lower abdomen for the past three days after eating.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of ADD – on non-controlled medications, presently not taking, doing well in school.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Presently, not taking.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history – history of attention deficit disorder, off medications, doing well and history of frequent strep infections.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Tonsils slightly enlarged. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep test which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Nonspecific abdominal pain.
PLAN: The patient’s mother was advised to give the patient liquid diet, observe and to follow up in the morning tomorrow for further evaluation without evidence of appendicitis, but advised to go to the emergency room if pain increases or worsens.
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
