PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, C-section x 3, and stomach sleeve.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Skin: Laceration to right anterior knee appears well healed without evidence of dehiscence or infection. Extremities otherwise within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup complex laceration of right knee.

PLAN: Sutures were removed, Steri-Strips were applied with advice to follow up on 05/05/2022, for additional evaluation as needed. Continue to work as before with some restrictions as described.
