History: Mr. Wood was seen today. Mr. Wood’s A1c came back to 9.4. I reviewed his medicine list and it looks like that the patient is on glimepiride and metformin and could use something else and I decided to use Trulicity injection for him 1.5 mg in 0.5 mL. He was instructed on the use of the medicine. We are going to try to put a FreeStyle Libre CGM on him when he has the ability to get an app on his phone. He states he has just bought the new phone from AT&T, but he is not able to download an app. So, he is going to take his phone back and see if he is able to get the app downloaded and then proceed from there. Today, I did give him a prescription for a glucometer, strips and lancets. We gave him one Trulicity injection and one sample after which he is going to be seen. So, in a box of two Trulicity samples, he got one today and we instructed him on how to use it and he tells me it is really easy to use it. He is going to keep it refrigerated. So, the patient’s diagnosis is uncontrolled diabetes mellitus. We are going to try to put a CGM on him once he is able to get an app on his phone and he will monitor his sugars.
The Patient’s Diagnoses: He has multiple chronic medical conditions including:

1. Diabetes mellitus type II.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Major depression.
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
