The patient is here for preoperative COVID testing to have tubes placed in ears at Texas Children’s Hospital next week.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Recurrent ear infections with serous otitis and hearing loss now, scheduled for ear tubes at Texas Children’s Hospital next week.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of borderline diabetes without metformin.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Has had tonsillectomy x 2 with adenoidectomy.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative. Past medical history as above, tonsillectomy and adenoidectomy x 2, ear tubes x 3, surgery coming up next week and hearing loss.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Dull TMs. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Back: No CVA tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or painful range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

COVID test performed which was negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: COVID screening and history of chronic serous otitis with hearing loss.

PLAN: To follow up with pediatrician and to have surgery at Texas Children’s Hospital next week.
