The patient came in today for refills without complaints.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is here for refills. No complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes mellitus, GERD and deep vein thrombosis with a history of intestinal blockage and obesity.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had hysterectomy, C-section x 2, kidney stones and left leg surgery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: The patient had allergies to MORPHINE and DARVOCET.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She used to work as *__________* clerk at University Hospital in San Antonio.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient states that she would like to get off of her Eliquis *__________* years. Past history as above with type II diabetes, hypertension, kidney stones, GERD, deep vein thrombosis, mild renal failure and anemia that was discussed with the patient recently.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation within normal limits.

The patient discussed repeating labs. The patient wants to wait for one month with further workup of anemia seen on last lab results with advice to follow up before.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Diabetes, hypertension, deep vein thrombosis, GERD, anemia and early renal failure.

PLAN: The patient is advised to follow up in one month as before with lab work and further evaluation.
