CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of fever, vomiting, diarrhea, and with sore throat for the past two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of fever, vomiting x 5 and diarrhea x 1 with sore throat x 2 days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient has taken Motrin.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: There is slight erythema to pharynx. Pupils are equal, reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Funduscopic benign. Tympanic membranes clear. Nasal mucosa negative. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: With 1+ diffuse tenderness without guarding or rebound, mostly in the periumbilical area. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was done which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral syndrome.

PLAN: Advised to increase fluids and Motrin for temperature if it continues with 100 degrees recorded in office, to increase fluids. Given Rx for Zofran and to follow up in the next day or two as needed.
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
