PATIENT NAME: Kilian, Vickie

DATE OF SERVICE: 05/09/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of heartburn and sometimes food gets struck in the esophagus.

PLAN: Pantoprazole will be increased to pantoprazole 40 mg twice a day. We advised patient to have upper endoscopy done to rule out esophageal stricture or other conditions, but she does not want upper endoscopy at present. She will call us when she is ready. She has lost 18 pounds of weight since June 24, 2021. We advised patient to eat more food. We also advised patient to hold Fosamax for three months because Fosamax can cause heartburn. The patient has history of smoking three quarter packet of cigarettes per day for four years and half packet of cigarettes per day for 15 years. We advised patient to quit smoking. We advised patient to follow up with Dr. Nwojo, ENT specialist because of abnormal CT scan of the neck from hyperparathyroidism, but patient has not gone yet she say she will go later on when she has time.
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
