PATIENT NAME: Lujan, Sam

DATE OF SERVICE: 05/09/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is doing well. He was seen for acute attack of gout involving right foot on April 20, 2022 and he is doing better with colchicine, allopurinol, and prednisone. He has finished course of prednisone. Today, the patient complains of sore throat and cough. He had done COVID-19 test and it was negative in 15 minutes later on he saw a line after about one or two hours.

PLAN: The patient advised to discontinue colchicine. He will continue allopurinol 300 mg daily to prevent gout attack and to bring down uric acid level. The patient was ordered Zithromax 500 mg daily for seven days. Kenalog 40 mg IM was also given.
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
