Thank you for this referral.

This is a 66-year-old female patient of Denton State Supported Living Center. She is referred to me by Dr. Lang Nolen for evaluation for osteoporosis. The patient is intellectually disabled and has profound disability. She also has spastic quadriplegia, metabolic syndrome, and osteoporosis.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is quiet and does not communicate. However, she is cooperative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is in a wheelchair. She is very cooperative.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

She does have muscle wasting.

Her creatinine is 0.66 rest of the CBC and CMP seems to be unremarkable.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Intellectual disability.

2. Spastic quadriplegia.

3. Osteoporosis.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Reclast 5 mg, 250 mL normal saline intravenously, and upon completion we will discontinue IV. Followup is requested in a year for Reclast.
