Mr. Adams was seen today. Mr. Adams stated last Saturday at night he started having problem with shortness of breath and cough and he stated he was having some right-sided chest pain and some tingling and numbness of his right upper extremity and he got scared and woke up his wife and told her to take him to the ER at St. Joseph. The wife got up and took him to St. Joseph ER where he was examined. They told his oxygen was low and were concerned if he had COVID, but his COVID test was negative. They gave him some IVs and IV steroids with improvement. The patient to note was on metoprolol and had told me in the past that once he takes the metoprolol for blood pressure, he starts wheezing and for that reason a couple of months ago his metoprolol was discontinued and he was given amlodipine which he was tolerating it well. The patient takes nebulizers albuterol and ipratropium at home. I think he gets this cough and recurrent asthmatic bronchitis so he should see a pulmonologist and a referral is given to Dr. Webber. The patient had complained of dizziness and chest pains and so I decided to do EKG also. An EKG shows sinus rhythm, nonspecific ST changes. Pulmonary consult will be done and I will see him in the office in a month.
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
