The patient did not like the way alprazolam made her feel and she felt like it was not working at all so she came in today. She was extremely nervous and moving and shaking all parts of her body. She is not suicidal, but she is not at ease. I decided to start her on Klonopin ODT 0.25 mg three times a day even though she has taken the alprazolam recently. I told the patient that if that is not working, then let us just hold off. I checked Texas PMP. I think she can benefit from Klonopin 0.25 mg ODT three times a day, which she will and come to see me in 10 days. The patient’s lab work was also discussed with her.
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
