Ms. Wilson was seen today. Her medicine list reconciliation done. The patient is on a very weird schedule for sliding scale insulin. She is also on a low dose Humulin N so I advised that to help her sugars, it may be best to increase her Humulin N 35 units to Humulin N increased to 40 units a day and the evening dose of Humulin N from 16 to 20 units. She also was given 10 mg Jardiance for cardioprotective effect and then we will decide whether Invokana works or whether Jardiance works to improve her sugars and the cardioprotective effect. I do not feel comfortable giving her the sliding scale as probably the patient is not checking her sugars often. So, I have increased the Humulin N dose and we will see how she does along with giving her Jardiance 10 mg a day. Overall, the patient is doing well with no chest pains, no shortness of breath, no nausea, no vomiting and no diarrhea. I will see her in the office in two weeks.
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
