Mr. Vesalcius was seen today. He states he has decided to keep insurance through his wife which is Blue Cross and is not on Humana Medicare Advantage. He states he is getting short of breath. He states he tries to use the self-propelled lawnmower without difficulty, but walking even a short distance makes him short of breath. He denies any chest pain. He states he has gained significant amount of weight. He states he tries to do work with his son, putting fences, but he is short of breath. He denies any cough or fever. He was a heavy smoker, but has quit smoking since he had surgery on his lung. He had empyema of the lower lobe of his left lung and it needed removal of left lung by Dr. Kirby and he tolerated it well. He did not want the immunizations for COVID-19 and ended up getting severe COVID-19 pneumonia and infection and needed to be hospitalized for several days. He did well after he got discharged, but is getting worse again for one reason or the other.
Examination is as in the chart. 
An EKG done today shows right bundle branch block complete with generalized ST-T changes. I have ordered a chest x-ray and I have ordered complete lab work including BNP. He will need to probably see pulmonary specialist and a cardiologist again. The patient understands plan of treatment. He is given a request for chest x-ray. An EKG was done in the office and he is ordered labs including CBC, CMP and lipids. His PSA was done in June and it is a little early to do. I am looking for CRP, BMP, sed rate, CBC and CMP and serial exams needed. I have told the patient to go to the hospital should his condition change.
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
