Ms. Newton was seen today. Ms. Newton has type II diabetes mellitus insulin-dependent. Her medication list reconciled. I had put in a CGM on her and reviewed the printed report of the CGM and the CGM shows 70% of the time her sugars are in range, about 30% of the time they are high and about 10% of the time they are very high. Also because her A1c was high, we decided to add pioglitazone 15 mg a day as well as Trulicity 3 mg in 0.5 mL. The patient states she would rather do fingersticks than use the CGM on a daily basis even though she is insulin dependent anas she feels the monitor would come out real easy and she does not want anybody touching her arm though I told her she could walk, swim, do anything using the CGM, but that is the patient’s choice. So, currently, I am encouraging her to continue her Synjardy, to continue pioglitazone and then I will see her in the office again next month for a physical.
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
