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1. SE, 4-year-old female seen with injury to the fifth digit left hand. X-rays negative. Laceration was repaired. No fracture was noted. When called, the family was very happy with the care received. No complaints.
2. AL, 55-year-old woman, fell, scratched under her nose. She presented with an open wound. Treated with Augmentin. Apparently, nothing to close. When called, the patient had a full mailbox, could not leave a message. Workup was appropriate. X-rays were done. No other abnormal findings were noted to treat.
3. LD, 4-year-old child with sore throat, fever and loss of appetite, diagnosed with influenza A, treated with Tamiflu, doing better. Father very happy with the care received.
4. KH, 30-year-old with pain and swelling in both legs. The patient is 38 weeks pregnant. The patient left against medical advice before the ultrasound could be done. CBC showed slight anemia. CMP was within normal limits. When called as to why the patient left, she did not answer and I left a message and told her to make sure she follows up with her PCP.

5. WD, 35-year-old with left low back pain, vaginal discomfort, groin pain and blood in the urine. CBC and CMP negative. Urinalysis shows copious amount of blood. CT showed evidence of passed stone. The patient is still having some hematuria. She was referred to her PCP. She liked Dr. Abbasi very much.
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
