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1. KP, 29-year-old young lady with a right hand fifth digit laceration. This was closed. No problems or issues. No sign of infection at this time. The patient was very happy with the care received.
2. CP, 12-year-old with cough and sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral URI. No treatment given. The patient is still having some cough, is going to see his PCP today per mother.

3. ET, 9-year-old male seen with cough, congestion, and he was diagnosed with URI. Swab tests were negative. Sent home with over-the-counter medication. He was happy with the care.

4. LO, 22-year-old gentleman seen with ear pain, left AMA. When called what the problem was in the emergency room, he stated they wanted $400 and he was not going to pay $400 for a couple of shots.

5. AT, 7-year-old child with cough, congestion, and sore throat. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with URI. No treatment given. Family was happy with the care even though the child is still coughing and they wish to have some antibiotics. This was discussed with them on the phone today.

6. TB, 42-year-old with swollen tongue, bumps on the tongue, cottonmouth. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with allergic reaction. Treated with antihistamine. I left a message for the patient, did not answer the phone when called.

ADDENDUM: TB, called me back today. This is a 42-year-old that was seen with allergic reaction after she took some antibiotics, on steroids and antihistamines. She is actually doing much better. She was happy with the care received and she is getting better slowly.
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7. JG, 7-year-old male with abdominal pain and vomiting. Swab tests were negative. Chemistry was negative. CBC showed a white count of 18,000. Urinalysis showed the patient to be volume depleted. CT of the abdomen showed an infectious process, possible mesenteric adenitis. The appendix looked okay. When I called the patient this morning, they were at the pediatrician’s office. He was doing better, but he had no appetite, mother stated. They were happy with the care Dr. Yee provided.

8. DE, 29-year-old seen with right arm phlebitis after an IV was placed, was treated locally with hot compress. The voicemail was not set up, so I could not leave a message. No CBC or workup was done in the emergency room, just a fact that he developed phlebitis at the IV site.

9. CC, 46-year-old status post I&D earlier, comes in for wound check. The patient was happy with the care that he received in the emergency room by Dr. Yee. He was told to continue with the antibiotics and to follow up with PCP regarding the I&D of the left buttock.

10. AA, 54-year-old gentleman, was to be seen with low blood sugar, but he left without being seen. When I called, no one answered the phone.

11. GD, 29-year-old female with cough, congestion, and sore throat. Swab test negative. HCG was negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Treated with Z-PAK. Doing better. Still feeling a little tired and coughing, but was happy with the care received. No issues or concerns voiced. Workup was complete.
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
