REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion.
