The patient with complaints of sinusitis with pressure of face and congestion for the past several days with history of recurrent infections, nonresponsive to Z-PAK’s.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Recent cardiac workup with negative findings and history of recurrent sinusitis.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Without distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight maxillary tenderness. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Without abnormalities. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation negative without abnormalities.

DIAGNOSIS: Probable chronic sinusitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Biaxin to take for two weeks with over-the-counter Zyrtec-D and Flonase with injection of dexamethasone and Rocephin done. Follow up as needed.
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
