The patient presents with history of vomiting and diarrhea since yesterday with vomiting x 5 and diarrhea x 2.

PRESENT ILLNESS: History of diarrhea x 3 and vomiting x 5 since yesterday.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes, hyperlipidemia, obesity *__________*.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include diabetic and cholesterol pills.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history as above, diabetes pill for two years. Blood sugars reading 120-130 *__________*. Apparently, elevated triglycerides on cholesterol pill as well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Diffuse tenderness 1+ without guarding, rigidity or rebound. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Skin: Negative for discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis, history of diabetes mellitus, and increased cholesterol.
PLAN: The patient advised to increase fluids, follow up in one or two days as needed with diabetic precautions.
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
