The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Traylor is a 29-year-old African American male living with his grandmother. The patient was seen for initial evaluation for Ray Institution of the medication. He was in treatment at Comprehensive Counseling in 2019, but after some followup he stopped taking his medications and reported that he is started feeling depressed, sad and feeling hopelessness, but denies any suicidal thoughts and warned that he should be continued on the same medications. He was on Zyprexa and Zoloft. Today he described that he like to take those medications and also want to apply for the social security disability, which he has been on and he has to remit. I further discussed that he has to start on medications and also enroll himself in a therapy program at Comprehensive Counseling for a better understanding about his behavior and problems. He denies any suicidal thoughts, but he still feeling tired, fatigue, not happy, isolated withdrawn, but no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations, but is still having bad mood swings. He was alert, oriented, tall, stocky African American male. Mood was euthymic.. Affect restricted. Speech was clear. He has a good eye contract. Immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. Judgment and insight is limited, appears to be of mild intellectual disability.
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, history of learning disability, poor motivations, no job, poor social skills.
PLAN: We will start on Zoloft 50 mg daily and Zyprexa 5 mg daily, doses will adjust according to clinical response. I also encouraged to enroll into therapy and will help him once I get information from the social security disability office. Follow up appointment was given in 30 days.
