SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Nieman described that he has been doing much better. His depression is improved. He is not anxious or worried. He is going with his supervisor to New York for a research workup. For that he has to keep taking his medication. He wondered if he can get a prescription sent to New York. I explained that it is impossible. I can write an order for 90 days and his mother can help him to which he agreed. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process was organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. His immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. Judgment and insight significantly improved. Mr. Nieman has been attending college and going to university and involved in research for the Chrysler Corporation in auto company, but he is feeling much better and much improved.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue Wellbutrin-XL 300 mg daily, Prozac 40 mg daily, and Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime 90-day medications were ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effects were explained. The patient will inform his issues and the problem to the office as needed.
