She describes she is taking rest. Her temperature was high, but gradually symptoms are improving. She is taking all her medications and taking care of herself. She was recently operated on her shoulder and also had a knee surgery. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She looks in a positive and good way. No suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Judgment and insight seem to be okay.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, attention deficit disorder, history of COVID recently, history of left knee surgery, knee replacement, and shoulder pain.
PLAN: Continue Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin-XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day medication supply was ordered. Risks, benefits, and side effects were explained.
PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
