SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David is a 45-year-old male who has a history of chronic schizophrenia paranoid type. The patient was doing fairly well until last month but when I called him today he was upset and hung on me. I called him again, but he was very upset and angry and indicated I cannot “FU”, using abusive language and constantly using “F” word all the time and then without telling me anything, without listening to me, he just set his phone down. I do not have any way to contact his mother to let her know that he needs to be hospitalized. The patient has a history of chronic schizophrenia paranoid type and he has been living by himself in a home. He has a previous history of noncompliance and recently a couple of months ago he was hospitalized. I discussed with the staff if somehow his family can be informed so that he can get proper help. I will also recheck him gain tomorrow if somebody can contact the office.
ASSESSMENT: Acute psychotic. The patient refuses to talk. Continue with the supportive care and the plan and inform the family if someway possible.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
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
