This is a telehealth appointment. The patient was seen via Doxy.
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient has chronic history of schizophrenia and has been taking his medication. He described he is not depressed. Sleeping and eating all right. Sometime chattering voices are there, which he could not understand, but it is not bothering as much. All the dyskinetic movement has reduced. He was given a blood test by his primary care physician which was essentially normal, but I did not get any report for my review. I explained that he should send this. He was alert, oriented, and tall. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. There was no irritability or agitation. Judgment and insight seems to be better. He is compliant with the milieu and treatment. He admitted to auditory hallucinations which are chattering in nature but not commanding in nature. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He has some dyskinetic movements related to previous treatment with antipsychotic, but currently he is compliant and doing fair on the medication.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic. Rule out schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: Continue Abilify 30 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d., Celexa 20 mg daily, and hydroxyzine 50 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered to Rite-Aid. Risks, benefits, and side effects were explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
