HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of Brugada syndrome status post AICD implant. The patient experienced slight chest discomfort recently. This happened about two weeks ago. The patient is here for followup. The patient’s recent echocardiogram showed normal left ventricular function. Currently, taking metoprolol 50 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/74 mmHg, pulse rate 60, respirations 16, and weight is 140 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

The patient’s defibrillator is interrogated. The patient had episode of ventricular fibrillation that is successfully treated by the device.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Brugada syndrome.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient received appropriate therapy from the device. The patient has normal left ventricular function. I will continue metoprolol and if the patient has recurrent episodes of ventricular fibrillation then I will consider starting quinidine.
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
