CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Baksa was seen regarding hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux disease, and hypothyroidism.

HISTORY: Mr. Baksa himself felt fairly well. He does have a Foley catheter in place for urinary retention and that seems stable. His blood pressure is currently controlled and there is no headache or chest pain. His gastroesophageal reflux disease is stable and denies heartburn. He denies any hypo or hyperthyroid symptoms. He does feel very weak.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely ill or distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.8, pulse 73, blood pressure 113/57, and O2 saturation 97.8%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable.  Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Nontender. He has a Foley in place.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Baksa has essential hypertension controlled with lisinopril 20 mg daily.

2. He has hypothyroidism stable with levothyroxine 75 mcg daily.

3. He has urinary retention and has a Foley in place and I will continue tamsulosin 0.4 mg twice a day.

4. He has dementia with delusions and mood disorder and I will continue olanzapine 5 mg twice a day.

5. He also has dose available if needed. He does have a history of psychosis.

6. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
