CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Ohanlon was seen regarding confusion, sundowning, and she has significant dementia.

HISTORY: Ms. Ohanlon denies any specific physical symptoms. She did have an initial temperature of 100 degrees. She denies any soreness in her throat. She denies cough, shortness of breath, neck pain, diarrhea, or dysuria. She is relatively pleasant, but was confused.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: It is negative for headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, diarrhea, constipation, or bleeding. No dysuria or hematuria.

I was told by the staff that she gets anxiety easily and gets sundowning.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Weight 122 pounds. Temperature 100, blood pressure 122/63, pulse 85, respiratory rate 16 and O2 saturation 97%.  Neck: Supple without nodes. Throat was normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. 

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Ohanlon has fever, but there is no clear source. I will have to monitor over the next couple of days.

2. She has dementia with anxiety and agitation and she gets sundowners. She remains on Seroquel 50 mg nightly. I will order Ativan 0.5 mg t.i.d as needed for anxiety.

3. For the dementia, I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily plus memantine 10 mg twice a day. She has constipation. I will continue MiraLax daily. For gastroesophageal reflux disease, I will continue omeprazole 20 mg daily.
