CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Hennagir was seen regarding Parkinsonism and dementia. The staff states he has been losing interest and sleeps more.

HISTORY: Mr. Hennagir himself denies any physical complaints. His Parkinson disease is baseline. He is sleeping more and more, fatigued, and is losing interest in things. He does eat adequately. He denies feeling excessively depressed. His dementia persist and is only minimally oriented. He has history of back pain, but that is controlled. He denies any chest pain or breathing problems.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: It is negative for headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, any GI or GU complaints or diarrhea. No fever. No dysuria.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. He is not acutely ill appearing. He is slow to answer. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.0, pulse 59, blood pressure 128/68, respiratory rate 16, O2 saturation 99%. Lungs: Clear to auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Mental Status: Orientation to time he scored 0. He did not tell me the date, day, year, month or season. Orientation to place he knew the state, county and place, but not the city or floor. Affect was slightly flat.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Hennagir has Parkinson’s and I will continue Sinemet 100/25 mg one three times a day. He is also on Nuplazid 34 mg daily for delusion and hallucinations that seems to be helping him. He is also on Seroquel 25 mg and he takes two tablets twice a day to make 50 mg twice a day. The staff believes that he needs that because of delusions.

2. For depression, I will continue Celexa 20 mg daily.

3. He is on lovastatin 20 mg nightly for lipids. He has back pain and has Norco available one every six hours p.r.n and it is a 10/325 mg preparation.
4. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
