CC: Medication clarification and request by wife.

HPI: An 87-year-old who had a large carbuncle on his back, was having pain at that time and Norco 7.5/325 mg one-half tablet t.i.d was started. Wife questions that he is not supposed to be on it as the boil has since resolved. I noted today in speaking with him that he seemed calmer and she acknowledged that he seemed to feel better overall. The patient has a history of polyarticular pain and has complained to her about his back having to sit in his recliner or a wheelchair for any prolonged period of time. That has also resolved. I talked to her by phone and told her that he was taking low dose, but it does not appear to be compromise his baseline cognition or alertness and when I stated that it seemed to make him easier to deal with, she acknowledged that that in fact was true. He did briefly open his eyes as he was lying in his recliner napping and allowed me to talk to him as well as palpate for edema on his legs without being irritated. I explained to the wife that pain is something patients cannot generally express, but when it is treated there is noted calmness which he seems to have.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with BPSD, chronic lower extremity edema, BPH, glaucoma, and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/20/22.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 04/20/22.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well developed and well nourished male resting comfortably, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/69, pulse 83, temperature 97.6, respirations 19, O2 sat 93% and weight 189.6 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized muscle mass and motor strength good and then disequilibrium with gait, does require standby assist. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. Recognizes wife. He remains verbal, but it is random and out of context.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No noted breakdown of his arms.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pain management. Continue with Norco 7.5 mg/325 mg one-half tablet t.i.d. If it begins to compromise his baseline cognition or alertness, then we will begin tapering that.

2. Medication request. Wife requests p.r.n MiraLax and order is written.

3. Social. The above was discussed with wife by phone.
