CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 97-year-old with recent screening A1c as it was not done on her admission labs. The patient has no history of DM II that she can recall and in admission orders there was no given diagnosis or medication for same order. I explained to her that her A1c was slightly elevated for nondiabetic. However, given her age, that if she were diabetic, this would not require treatment so that I was not going to begin treatment. She voiced understanding and is in agreement. In discussing having increased thirst, appetite or urination, she stated that she pees more in the morning and it gets better as the day goes on. She is on Lasix 40 mg q.a.m. and I explained to her that that is likely the cause. 
DIAGNOSES: ASCVD, chronic systolic CHF, HLD, LEE, depressive disorder, anxiety disorder, GERD and MCI.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/20/22 note.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 04/20/22 note.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well groomed older female, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/82, pulse 90, temperature 97.1, respirations 16, and weight 156 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels herself around in a manual wheelchair. She requires transfer assist. No edema.

NEURO: Oriented x2, has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She can give information though she does have some short-term memory deficits.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lab review. A1c is 6.4. However, given her age, no treatment needed at this time.
