HPI: A 95-year-old seen in room. She is pleasant and able to give information. She is followed by Select Home Health who noted that she had not had a recent A1c. She states she feels good, comes out for meals, entertains herself and she has a nephew who is her POA and keeps a good eye on her. 
DIAGNOSES: DM II, HLD, and gait compromise post right hip fracture. She uses a wheelchair.

MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg h.s., melatonin 3 mg h.s., NovoLog SS t.i.d. and Remedy Skin Protectant.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: RCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and well groomed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/72, pulse 81, temperature 97.2, respirations 17, and O2 sat 98%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability in a manual wheelchair that she propels with her feet. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x 3. Clear coherent speech. She can give information.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. DM II. A1c ordered for this week with subsequent q.3 month lab. 
2. General care. She did have 01/29/22 CMP, CBC, and TSH that were stable and do not require a followup at this time.
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
