HPI: A 90-year-old seen in the room. She was awake this time and well groomed as per usual. I spoke to her and her husband regarding wheelchair use. The patient remains ambulatory in her room, but she has to hold onto things and for leaving the room, it is very difficult and she really cannot do it because not only is holding onto things an issue, but she can only do it for so long and then fatigues quickly. So wheelchair is indicated. The patient has a history of polyarthritis and myalgias and is treated for same more on a p.r.n. basis. The patient has used a wheelchair going through the facility and states she feels comfortable using it. Her husband as usual for him does not feel she is doing as good as she could do. However, he does not factor in the dementia and that it has progressed. She is he does acknowledge less aggressive than she had previously been. 
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with BPSD in the form of physical and verbal aggression which is beginning to decrease, macular degeneration, polyarthralgia, CAD, atrial fibrillation with pacemaker and anxiety/depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/27/22 note.
ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 04/27/22 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly. She makes eye contact and smiles, only said a word or two.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/91, pulse 76, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, and weight 127 pounds which is a weight loss of 5.2 pounds in one month.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Repositions herself on the couch without difficulty. She did not attempt to walk. No lower extremity edema. She moves arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Polyarthralgia with gait instability, wheelchair standard with foot pedals in place and a gel pad cushion is ordered.
