History: Ms. Curry was seen today. Ms. Curry has not lost further weight, but she states overall she feels better. Ms. Curry has bipolar disorder and is on lithium. The patient was on Lasix and potassium and her creatinine had increased to 1.39. I told her to hold off the Lasix and the potassium and get repeat blood tests and come to see me. The patient had repeat blood work done on 05/03/2022 and it showed BUN to be 19 and creatinine of 1.22 with improvement in GFR from 44 to 54. I told the patient that is better, but is not completely better. The patient has a PCP in Crockett, Texas and her PCP has ordered a lithium level to be done on 05/19/2022 and the patient is going to keep that appointment for the blood work. I told her I would rather have the blood work a month later, but 10 days later to see after proper hydration, which I enforced on her she must do, see if her creatinine improves to 1.1 or less. The patient understands that. I will see her in the office in a month. She states she takes the Immune Shield, she takes the colostrum and she uses the probiotics with much improvement. She is taking the levothyroxine, which is helping her in the dose of 137 mcg a day. Overall, she is good. She stays at home. She weighs 298 pounds, which was less than 300 pounds. So, the patient is going to get the blood work done on 05/19/2022 and see me in the office in June.
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
