History: Mr. Phil Wood is really excited to use the CGM machine. He states it has alerted him three times for hypoglycemia when his sugar was in his 60s; the patient keeps some good candy and juice that he drinks. Overall, his A1c was 9.4 for which reason we had put the CGM and I got him started on Trulicity once a week injections, but even after one shot of Trulicity, the patient’s sugars have improved significantly and he called yesterday that his sugar had dropped three times, so he has to take another Trulicity today. So, what I have told him is to hold off the glimepiride and reduce the metformin dose from four a day to just one a day and continue Trulicity. We have shown him how to download the whole test results in two weeks when his CGM will be ready and he will be bringing me the report and we will go from there. So, currently, we are going to hold off all other medicines for diabetes except metformin instead of four a day, we make it once a day and hold off the glimepiride completely and continue Trulicity and see how he does. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
