History: Mr. Griffin was seen today. Mr. Griffin had lot of hiccups. His kidney function had increased to 3.4 and he was hypokalemic and hyponatremic and I had sent him to the hospital and he was admitted. I have no idea what his repeat kidney function is. He has seen Dr. Chizoba Obi, a nephrologist and the patient was having hiccups again. I told him to see a GI or the kidney doctor. He ended up seeing kidney doctor who prescribed megestrol 40 mg per cc 1 teaspoon and that really has helped his hiccups completely. He was seen today. I told Mr. Griffin that we will have to recheck his kidney function that includes BUN, creatinine and electrolytes because he had hypokalemia and hyponatremia. A lab slip is given. I told him serial exams are necessary. This patient is noncompliant and does not understand his problems and he does do lot of heavy drinking of alcohol. He has been encouraged not to do that. He will be seen in the office in a week. His hiccups resolved with megestrol.
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
