History: This is an extensive note. Ms. Licon is a 67-year-old very petite-appearing Hispanic female with lot of chronic cachexia, using a walker for ambulation. I had last seen her in October 2021. Her problems in the past had included always:

1. Osteoporosis.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
4. She may have had a Bell’s palsy in the past.

5. The patient was seen by Dr. Wade Whitmer and she had a total right knee replacement done. She was put under Encompass Rehab for several weeks and she received physical therapy and occupational therapy.
The nurses during the time of evaluation felt that the patient may need some more blood urea nitrogen and creatinine. Ms. Licon was brought to the office by the patient’s daughter. The patient has three children and two of them live in town. The patient’s son is in the police workforce and this is the daughter who brought her today. She had lot of questions as Ms. Licon was having lot of problem with urinary tract infection and the patient complained to the daughter about using the bathroom too often. The daughter has also noticed that she uses her toilet very soon, every few hours and complains of burning urination. She has history of bowlegs and bilateral knee abnormality and osteoporosis even from before. She probably has had a left Bell’s palsy too. The nurses at the time of discharge told that she may have had a stroke, but I do not think that is the stroke. This is probably related to her Bell’s palsy and the nurses as well as the daughter had noticed that she does not clean well after her bowel movement and she also was found to be sitting in a pool of urine *_________*.
