He was given a stool iFOB today and insistence was done on returning the kit back to us. He states he is in his 80s now and nobody wants to hire him. He states his last eye exam was in 2020 at Sam’s Club. He states he does not have $50 to pay for the eye exam. I told him that I think Humana covers eye exam by MyEye Vision or something in Physicians Centre or to call Humana and check where he could get it done without paying. He has cataracts, but he does not get cataract surgery done because first of all he states he has no money to get the cataract surgery done and second his wife has too many chronic pain problems and he is worried that if he gets eye surgery done and his wife has the problem nobody will be able to give her a ride for a shot or anything, that is a family decision that they have to make. The patient is advised some labs, stool iFOB kit given and he is advised to see eye doctor. His stroke seems to have resolved. He has no headaches. No memory problem. No speech problem. He will be seen in the office in one to two months. He is advised another CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH. His med list was reconciled.
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
