History: Ms. Carolyn Rains West was seen today. She is going to have an MRI of her lung. She was found to have metastatic lesions in both lungs secondary to small cell cancer of the lung where one nodule was removed.
Ms. Carolyn Rains West is a 74-year-old extremely petite-appearing white female who has history of major depression and history of Crohn’s colitis, is on azathioprine. She has to take Megace even to improve her appetite and overall she was doing well. She is a previous smoker. She had developed a lung module and that was removed and that showed small cell cancer. A year later or a few months later, she is found to have multiple nodules of her both lungs suggestive of metastatic disease. She is going to undergo MRI of the lungs and, depending on that, she is going to be starting on chemotherapy. The patient states she is very optimistic about the chemotherapy and she wants to go for it. She is not feeling depressed. She is all eager to get started, tolerate the therapy and “get done with it”. She states “she is not afraid of dying.” Her med list was reconciled. Overall, she has done well with no chest pain. She does get shortness of breath related to exertion. She denies any nausea or vomiting or diarrhea at this time.

The Patient’s Problem: Metastatic small cell cancer of the lung status post lung nodule removal which turned out to be small cell cancer.
We will see the patient in the office in a month. She is seeing the Cancer Center for her small cell cancer of the lung.
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
