It is time to recertify Ms. Maness, this 83-year-old unfortunate woman with history of intrahepatic liver duct cancer/liver cancer. The patient has primary colorectal cancer and has now metastasized to many sites in her body. The patient since last certification has had weight loss of 6.5 pounds, decreased appetite, severe weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependency as well as bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is chair-bound and home bound and this is a change as far as her ability to move is concerned that has been much diminished since last certification. She currently has a KPS score of 40%. The patient lives with her daughter Laura who now reporting memory loss, confusion and bout of obtundation related to her dementia and now her worsening cancer which now has wildly metastasized. She weighs 108 pounds and continues to lose weight. The patient is high risk of developing decubitus ulcer. The patient is also having issues with nausea and vomiting which requires medication along with medication to control her pain. The patient has severe ascites which makes her moving about the house very difficult if not impossible. Her weakness is also worsened by her severe anemia which is refractory and related to her disease. The patient remains hospice appropriate and expected to live less than six months.
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
