The patient follows up with Workmen’s Compensation with continued swelling with obstruction in the right nostril, had a CAT scan performed which shows presence of right nasal septum deviation with a nasal spur. This caused persistent nasal obstruction on the right side with history of nasal fracture. The patient is referred to ENT for further evaluation at this time. Advised to take over-the-counter Afrin for a few days *__________*. She has also been taking nasal Flonase without benefit. The patient is advised to follow up in two weeks. Continue work restrictions as before without contact with aggressive students.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had tubal *__________*.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Followup nasal fracture with right nasal obstruction with deviated septum on CAT scan, history of diabetes mellitus, hypertension, adult attention deficit disorder, cyst of breast and history of anemia.
PLAN: Encouraged the patient if necessary they call ENT doctors to try to see if she can find one that accepts her Workmen’s Compensation although Workmen’s Compensation should provide ENT doctor for her to see within the near future.
